helpcomputing Web Site Design Charges

You will likely not attract all the charges here! But set out below are the charges that we currently charge (as at April 2018) for various elements of work on your website. Charges set out here from other suppliers are an approximation only.
Websites are often designed or redesigned to offer a responsive experience to users. If your website is responsive, then as your site is viewed on tablets and mobiles with their smaller screens, your website automatically adapts to the new viewing size. This design takes longer because we have to consider at least three different screen sizes, and so we charge more for a responsive design.
Search engines such as Google and Bing now give prominence in web searches to sites that are mobile friendly, so it might be worth considering a responsive design now or in the near future. If you choose a Standard Design for a new website for now, we would still be able to later convert it to a Responsive Design just as soon as you are ready. 
We may have to ask for a deposit of 50% prior to commencement of works. We would only do this once you have a clear idea of what we can do for you and you are happy.

Here is a typical Website Design cost, not including any domain or hosting charges for a 5 page website:

Design and incorporate a new template to your website

What’s involved?

We will work with you to design a new template for your website. The template is your standard background and your style to your webpage and would include the following:

· A header, along with your company name, or website name. The header may be a plain colour or the header might have an image as a background. 

· Menu buttons. Menu buttons allow your users to click these to navigate to another web page or other type of link. These buttons may be sited on your header, or somewhere along the body of the webpage.

· A footer. Similar to the header but often narrower, the footer frames the base of your webpage and may or may not contain information or links.

· A body. This is the space in-between the header and the footer and in most cases is a single colour, but could instead utilise a background image instead.

We would likely discuss what you would like at an initial meeting. We would then create your first draft and email you a link to it as it would look on the Internet. We would then make any changes you would like until it is the way you’d like it.

The template then becomes the basis for all your pages.

Usual duration: Normally, perhaps an hour or two of work to get the basic shape, longer if responsive; anything up to a week of changes until we have the homepage the way that you would like it. But typically, this is usually all sewn up within a day or two…

What’s involved?

It helps if you already have a good idea of the sort of template you require. So we charge you less. We’ll take your ideas and make up a new template for your website.

We would likely discuss your ideas at an initial meeting. We would then create your first draft and email you a link to it as it would look on the Internet. We would then make any changes you would like until it is the way you’d like it.

This template then becomes the basis for all your pages.

Usual duration: An hour or two of work, more if responsive; with less time for changes because we already have a good idea of what’s required..!

What’s involved?

SEO stands for Search Engine Optimization and it describes an on-going process where your website is optimized so that it lists on the top Search Engines (well, Google, really). Here, it is worth performing some Initial SEO at the design stage. This should ensure that your website is easier to work with, with many keywords already built into your pages, and the correct structure in place to attract the attention of Search Engines like Google and Bing.

If your website’s topic is niche then you might require little or no work to keep your site in the first two pages or so of Google. But if you are in a competitive market, you might need more frequent SEO work on your site.

Usual Initial SEO duration: Initial SEO takes at least a couple of hours. We look at your competitors and how they rank on Google. And then we modify our website design as we work with you, to try to better your competitor’s site. Results might not be immediately visible in Google but it puts your site in a better shape in terms of making sure that all required elements (for a successful search) is in place on your site.

Ongoing SEO duration: If required. Getting listed within any search engine takes time and patience, but proper steps need to be taken to ensure that all elements are in place and updated on your website.

It is an inexact science but if you feel that more SEO could be required, we can offer this at £60 for an hour’s work. Within that time, we review your keywords and your site structure and how your pages compare with your competitor’s. We’ll make changes and offer recommendations so that your page betters the pages of your competitors.

You can ask us to work on SEO as frequently or as infrequently as you’d like.

Depending on how active your competitors are, you might find that additional SEO might only be required perhaps once a month (or even less frequently).

Design and incorporate a new homepage for you

What’s involved?

If you’d like us to design a homepage for you then we will use your new template as the basis for the page. On top of this we will layer and arrange images that we will select for you and text that we will dream up for you. We’ll take a look at other websites in your business for inspiration. We’ll discuss your requirements with you. We’ll look for wordage that’s appropriate for your aims for your website.

We would then create your first draft and email you a link to it as it would look on the Internet. We would then make any changes you would like until it is the way you’d like it.

Usual duration: An hour or two of work; anything up to a week of changes until we have the homepage the way that you would like it. But typically, this is often completed within a couple of days…

OR: Incorporate your words, images and ideas to your homepage

What’s involved?

You already have images and you know what you’d like to say on the homepage. We’ll work with you to place your words and images the way you’d like it on your homepage.

We would create your first draft and put it online for you to look at. If you are free, then we can get you online and we can then change your homepage almost on the fly, until it is the way you’d like it.

Usual duration: About an hour or two’s work; and then if you are available, we could potentially finish this stage off pretty quickly…

Setting up a domain name

What’s involved?

If you don’t yet have a domain name for your new webpage, then we can help. We provide a domain purchasing service and we can also provide hosting on high quality, replicated servers in green hosting facilities powered by wind. We set you up as the owner of the domain with helpcomputing as the technical contact.

Usual duration: Perhaps an hour of work via email as we will look to offer you different choices for your domain name, unless you have a definite name in mind; anything up to two days whilst the domain name is set up and configured correctly. 

Incorporate additional pages and set links up

What’s involved?

At this stage, you’ve already got your homepage; so we have a good idea from a design point of view on how to place the rest of your pages. If you’ve the words and images (where appropriate) then we’ll charge you £50.00 (or £100 if Responsive) per page to sort it all out for you.

As before, we would then show you how they would look on the Internet. We would then make any changes you would like until they are the way you’d like your website to look.

At this stage your website is complete! If you already have a hosting service for your website, then now is the time to give us all that FTP and password stuff so that we can upload the real thing to your domain.

Usual duration: Up to an hour or two’s work per page; iterations whilst you approve the pages. Uploading to your domain name and final tests. Perhaps a minimum of three days.

Design, test and incorporate new forms

What’s involved?

Forms are very useful for collecting information from your customer. Forms can collect information for you and send it to you via email straight to your Blackberry or iPhone. But they can be a pain to layout and set up.

Usual duration: Actual work, maybe about an hour’s work per form. Testing can take more time but look out for your form to be tested and completed within a day.

Add a twitter feed to your home page
helpcomputing will charge you:

What’s involved?

Adding a Twitter feed to your home page can give the impression that your page is up to date and that your company is open to communication via social media.

Usual duration: Actual work, maybe a couple of hours of work. Involves access to be temporarily granted to your Twitter account. Testing can take more time but your Twitter feed should be up and running on your website’s home page within a day.

You should only consider a Twitter feed if you would regularly update your Twitter account. A twitter feed might not be appropriate if adverse comments that might appear on your site would be considered a problem.
Design, test and incorporate a new blog

What’s involved?

Blogging would normally be set to open up in a new window. Load blog software to your website. Testing. 

As before, the blog would be loaded to the website for you to test.

Usual duration: Actual work, maybe two hours work in terms of setting up the blog and testing.

Design, test and incorporate Credit Card Processing via PayPal

What’s involved?

Enabling credit card processing normally involves setting up a dedicated webpage for purchasing. Adding text and an image for each item and an ‘Add to Basket’ button. Assisting with setting up a business account with PayPal. Adding VISA, Mastercard and other logos to your website.

This solution is not suitable for setting up a shop where items change and new items are frequently added.

Usual duration: Actual work, maybe about an hour or two’s work. Additional time required for testing the purchasing mechanism. Validating the PayPal business account can take up to a week.

Design, test and implement a database in your website

What’s involved?

Database design involves careful design of a set of database tables that represents the data that you want to collect on your website. You might want to store information that your customers can see. You might want a more secure option where customers log in to a page that holds information related to them.

We will iterate our work until we have a design that lets you store the data you need, alongside efficient access to the data.

We additionally charge for designing pages that involve, or incorporate, data views.

Usual duration: Perhaps two or three days as we design any required tables and check back with you. Additional time will be required for testing the database views and any required logins. It is likely that with new regulations approaching (GDPR, as of May 2018) that a secure solution will be required and this will need to be implemented and tested.

Setup website hosting

Hosting your website will typically charge you around £30 per year:

What’s involved?

You will need a hosting company or an Internet Service Provider (ISP), a company that specialises in providing reliable space for your website. If you don’t already have one then helpcomputing can provide our own services for you.

We will contact your hosting company and set up your domain to be hosted there. Or we will set up hosting for you on our servers. We then contact your Domain Registrar (if you aren’t already using our own) and update your domain’s records to point to the new hosting service. We then finally upload and test your website.

Usual duration: Actual work, maybe about an hour’s work in terms of calls and emails, and testing; in practice, the whole process can take two days or so to sort out.
